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The tournament standard 18 hole Carrington Golf Course was
inaugurated on December 15, 2003 and designed by American
golf course designer Matt Dye. The course is designed to accom-
modate golfers of all abilities and offers a great variety of hole
play, from one of the longest par five's in New Zealand at 605 me-
tres (667 yards), to one of the shortest par three's at 113 metres
(132 yards) over water. Carrington also offers fine dining and
lounge facilities, a guest lodge, tennis courts, a clay target shoot-
ing range and a swimming pool & spa. The sweeping ocean views
provide a spectacular back drop to the Estate's many activities.

Kauri Cliffs was designed and built by David Harman of
Golf Course Consultants, Orlando, Florida. The par 72
championship golf course measures 7,119 yards/6,510
metres and offers five sets of tees to challenge every
skill level. Fifteen holes view the Pacific Ocean, six of
which are played alongside cliffs which plunge to the
sea. The beautiful inland holes wind through marsh,
forest and farmland. The golf complex includes a world-
class practice range, putting and chipping greens & a
very well stocked golf shop.

Wairakei International (Taupo, North Island)

The Wairakei International Golf Course is set midway between
Auckland and Wellington, in the heart of the spectacular scenery of
the Lake Taupo region. Designed by Commander John Harris, Mi-
chael Wolveridge and Peter Thomson with the aim of producing
New Zealand's first internationally recognised golf course, there is
little doubt that this trio exceeded all expectations. The end result
is a course that sprawls over 450 acres of natural countryside. This
coupled with the 6429 metres from the championship tees and 108
large well placed bunkers has lead Wairakei to receive worldwide
acclaim.

The first Jack Nicklaus Signature Golf Course to be built
in New Zealand has been created around the unique
natural features of the site rather than transforming the
landscape to meet a uniform golf course design.

The Christchurch Golf Club at Shirley was founded in 1873, making
it the second oldest club in New Zealand. The only New Zealander
to win the British Open, Sir Bob Charles, learnt his craft on this
course, becoming a junior member in 1956 on his way to an illustri-
ous professional golfing career. He has continued his association
with the club and is now its Patron. Shirley has a proud history of
hosting championship tournaments including the NZ open 10 times
and the Eisenhower Trophy in 1990.
